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MITIGATION MONITORING
AND REPORTING PROGRAM

The California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) requires that a public agency adopting
a Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) take affirmative steps to determine that
approved mitigation measures are implemented after project approval. The lead or
responsible agency must adopt a reporting and monitoring program for the mitigation
measures incorporated into a project or included as conditions of approval. The program
must be designed to ensure compliance with the MND during project implementation
(California Public Resources Code, Section 21081.6(a)(1)). This Mitigation Monitoring
and Reporting Program (MMRP) will be used by the City of Oceanside (City) to ensure
compliance with the mitigation measures identified in the Dolphin Green Car Wash Initial
Study dated March 2020. The City, as the lead agency, will be responsible for ensuring
that all mitigation measures are carried out. Implementation of the mitigation measures
would reduce impacts to biological resources, noise, and water quality resources to less
than significant.

The remainder of this MMRP consists of a table that identifies the mitigation measures
by resource for each project component. Table 1 identifies the mitigation monitoring and
reporting requirements, list of mitigation measures, the party responsible for
implementing mitigation measures, timing for implementation of mitigation measures,
the agency responsible for monitoring of implementation and the date of completion.

necessary steps to ensure the integrity of the immediate
area must be taken. The San Diego County Coroner will
be immediately notified to determine whether the
remains are Native American. If the Coroner determines
the remains are Native American, the Coroner has 24
hours to notify the NAHC, who will, in turn, notify the
person they identify as the most likely descendent
(MLD) of any human remains. The MLD has 48 hours to
make recommendations regarding the disposition of the
remains following notification from the NAHC of the
discovery. If the MLD does not make recommendations
within 48 hours, the owner shall, with appropriate
dignity, reinter the remains in an area of the property
secure from further disturbance.

The City shall ensure that the procedures for the
treatment of Native American human remains contained
in California Health and Safety Code Sections 7050.5
and 7052 and Public Resources Code Section 5097 are
followed.
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
